.I-he Bryan Williams, M.D. Stu-

dent Center is an addition to

the Skillern Student Union on
the University of Texas South-
western Medical Center cam-
pus. The original union
building was constructed 35
years ago to function as a
social center where students
could engage in activities that
provided a break from the
stresses of medical school.
Today’s facility serves more
than 9,000 scientists,
researchers, physicians, fac-
ulty and staff, as well as a stu-
dent body of about 1,500.

The new facility is organized
along a central concourse that
contains a lounge and a con-
trol desk located at the inter-
section of new and old, and
allows views to all main-level
activity spaces. Once past the
control point, users have
access to the conditioning
room, which offers weight
training with free weights and
circuit stations, plus a variety
of cardiovascular equipment.

The multipurpose room with
its wood flooring provides a
space for aerobics, yoga, mar-
tial arts and self-defense
classes. A suspended jogging
track overlooks the multipur-
pose two-court gymnasium,
which can accommodate bas-
ketball, volleyball, badminton
and other recreational activi-
ties, plus special events.
Locker rooms, a racquetball
court, a catering kitchen, and
laundry and mechanical
spaces are also'located on the
lower level.

The new construction
matches the brick and cast
